(a) Delegations
(i) Judy Kleinhuis CPA, CA, Grant Thornton LLP re: Draft Consolidated
Financial Statements; Report to Council - Audit Results
Mrs. Kleinhuis provided additional comments to the draft 2018 Consolidated
Financial Statements.

(il)  Bryan Pearce re: Road Allowance
Mr. Pearce reiterated his concern with the environmental sensitivity of the
area, expressed disappointment that the Town reconsidered selling this
road allowance to him, but has installed gates at the entrance. Mr. Pearce
also questioned future plans for the road allowance.

Mayor Ballantyne commented that the Procedural By-law allows for four delegations,
however, in special circumstances, the Mayor or presiding officer, may extend the number
of delegates (By-law No. 2015-30 - Section 10.5).

(iii) Michelle Ainsworth re: “Wild Connection” facility concerns
Ms. Ainsworth presented points for Councils’ consideration that included:
The change in public attitudes about wildlife in captivity; Public safety and
animal welfare standards; No meaningful regulation of zoos or roadside
animal attractions; Liability issues; Regulation of expansion of the facility;
the hazardous environment, and lack of information about the proposed
facility to make an informed decision.

(iv)  Rob Laidlaw re: Wild Connections animal facility information
Mr. Laidlaw handed members of Council some pictures. He presented
information regarding: Municipal responsibilities including oversight and
control; Ontario’s wildlife in captivity laws; Human safety; and, correction to
misinformation.
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(v)  Julie Woodyer re: Wild Connections
Ms. Woodyer, representing World Animal Protection and Animal Alliance of
Canada, addressed: Lack of regulations in Ontario to manage problems
associated with roadside zoos; Ontario Ministry of Natural Resources and
Forestry having no jurisdiction over exotic animals; OSPCA having
relinquished their enforcement powers; Wild animals escaping, resulting in
injuries and deaths to persons; The problems of exotic animals being
located prior to proper zoning and the struggle to have them removed;
Difficulties in controlling the number of animals; The lack of substance and
in some cases inaccurate information submitted with the application;
Approval from the Ontario Ministry of Natural Resources and Forestry
would not be considered until after the facility was fully built; and, the
entire burden would be left for the Town, for ensuring public safety and
animal welfare.

(vi) Howard Smith re: Possibility of a roadside zoo
Mr. Smith, managing director of Aspen Valley Wildlife Sanctuary in Rosseau
spoke in opposition to the proposal as follows: the proposed enclosures
being too small; Knowledge of the cost of buildings and fencing as a result
of his position; Growing opposition to have animals for entertainment;
animals should be in their natural setting, not as pets; Animals rescued from
Road Side Zoos and other exploited animals being taken to the Aspen Valley
Sanctuary, which encompasses 470 acres of natural habitat; Aspen Valley
tries to provide enclosures that meet the animals’ needs; Aspen Valley does
not breed, sell, trade or show animals; Aspen Valley does run guided tours
to educate the public about wild life is all about; and the exotic pet trade is
uncontrolled.

(vii} Mike McIntosh re: Wild Connections
Mr. Mcintosh handed out two pamphlets that provided information about his
business “Bear With Us”. Mr. Mcintosh clarified that he has legal rights to the
name “Bear With Us” and that he will address the use of this name by others.
He noted that: Misinformation follows bears; People take advantage of these
animals; Roadside Zoos are generally not big enough; He has devoted his life to
looking after ‘human/bear conflicts (nuisance bears); Bears are not mean by
nature and are social animals; and the cost of liability insurance if a facility is
open to the public.

AND WHEREAS online e-learning will disproportionately affect students with special needs
who may need more attention from their teachers, and students in low-income families who
may not have access to a laptop and internet at home to do their online course work;
NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the Council of the Corporation of the Town of Kearney
respectfully requests the Premier of Ontario to reconsider these online courses until rural
Ontario students can be given the same opportunity to access the internet as the urban
students;

AND WHEREAS Bill 108 will once again allow an unelected, unaccountable body to make
decisions on how our communities evolve and grow;
AND WHEREAS on August 21, 2018 Minister Clark once again signed the Memorandum of
Understanding {(MOU) with the Association of Municipalities of Ontario which recognizes that
“Public policy issues are complex and thus require coordinated responses...” and that the
Municipal Act, 2001 provides that the Province of Ontario endorses the principle of regular
consultation between Ontario and municipalities in relation to matters of mutual interest”;
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AND WHEREAS the MOU sets out that “Ontario is committed to cooperating with its municipal
governments in considering new legislation or regulations that will have a municipal impact;
AND WHEREAS Bill 108 will impact 15 different Acts - Cannabis Control Act, 2017,
Conservation Authorities Act, Development Charges Act, Education Act, Endangered Species
Act, 2007, Environmental Assessment Act, Environmental Protection Act, Labour Relations Act,
1995, Local Planning Appeal Tribunal Act, 2017, Municipal Act, 2001, Occupational Health and
Safety Act, Ontario Heritage Act, Ontario Water Resources Act, Planning Act, Workplace Safety
and Insurance Act, 1997;

NOW THEREFORE BE IT HEREBY RESOLVED that the Town of Kearney opposes Bill 108 which,
in its current state will have negative consequences on community building and proper
planning;

AND BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Town of Kearney call upon the Government of
Ontario to halt the legislative advancement of Bill 108 to enable fulsome consultation with
Municipalities to ensure that its objectives for sound decision making for housing growth that
meets local needs will be reasonably achieved;
